And, you talk, which has got to be magical because | keep talking to
Bilbo—you know, my golden retriever—and he never talks back. Most of the time, | don’t think
he even understands me except when | said “go for a walk.”

(pause)
| know you have hooves, not fingers and hands, but we’ve already established you’re magical,
so that shouldn’t stop you. So...do you think you can magically make all these Christmas
ornaments for me? Cause | really keep getting glue all over my hands.
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
