But when Meredith finds Selina at a very creepy river in the middle of the night, Selina 
reveals a secret she has learned from the elder-rabbits that will save her: The Moon River Raft 
is arriving tonight and will take all “woundeds” to a perfect place where injuries are healed and 
no predators exist. Selina pleads with Meredith to come with her, but Meredith has serious 
doubts.
